3. . Create an Infrastructure 

As I said above, the main reason I struggled so dur-
ing the summer months was that I didn’t have the 
normal people around to keep me honest and I didn’t 
have a routine of spiritual events to go to or keep 
myself on track with. In short, I lost my infrastruc-
ture. 

My last summer home, it finally clicked. If structure 
and accountability buddies are what I need, then 
make it and find them! Find a friend you can go to 
Mass with a couple of times a week. Get some of 
your college buddies to form a Facebook group where 
you can all post about your spiritual habits, things 
you’ve tried, new prayers you’ve learned. Make 
Skype dates with your Catholic besties in college and 
pray the rosary with them! Set something in stone 
and you’ll find you’re less likely to fall. 

4. Trust God 

Finally, relax! Focus your thoughts on God. Periodi-
cally throughout the day, just say “Hi, Jesus” or “I 
love you” to Our Lord. If something happens during 
your day that makes you smile, laugh, feel good, or 
makes you happy, say a quick Hail Mary of thanks-
giving for that moment. Likewise for those things 
that may be negative. 

In everything, offer Him your concerns and trust 
that you are His beloved child! He will not abandon, 
nor forsake you. Make this summer a living loaves 
and fishes: take to Him what you have and He will 
bless it abundantly. Let Him know you love Him 
and you’re trying your best and He will take care of 
the rest!

APPEAL  -  2024 

Fr. Michael Rafferty, OAR (Order of AugusƟnian             
Recollects) will be at Our Lady of Lourdes Parish on       
July 6-7, 2024 to speak at all Masses about the many    
ministries of his  religious community.  Fr. Michael     
Rafferty, OAR used to be at the AugusƟnian Monastery    
in West Orange (which is now closed) and is  currently   
the Pastor of Sacred Heart Church in Suffern, NY. 

The Order of AugusƟnian Recollects has been missionary 
since its birth.  The Order is currently responsible for   
evangelizaƟon in 8 mission territories, located in seven 
different countries: Brazil, Colombia, China, Cuba, Peru, 
Panama, Taiwan and Sierra Leone. 

Since the origin of the Order of AugusƟnian Recollects at 
the end of the 16th century, the reform movement taking 
place in the AugusƟnian Province of CasƟle has pushed 
the new members of the OAR to spread the Gospel in 
missionary places. In 1605 they began their missionary 
work in the Philippines, the first mission of the AugusƟni-
an Recollects. A few years later, they moved to Japan. 
The first half of  the 20th century was the period of  
greatest missionary expansion. 

Cuba has been the last country where the AugusƟnian  
Recollects have started a new mission. (4) AugusƟnian   
Recollect missionaries arrived in AnƟlla in February 2018.
