New Parishioners  
Welcome to Our Lady of Lourdes.  Please register at RECTORY 
or call for registration forms. 
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 Jesus’ action, while depicted in painting and archi- 
tecture, transcends the images themselves and any other 
icons. I bring this up because there was recent mockery 
made of Jesus and his apostles in the presentation in    
stage and dramatization of the Last Supper images at the 
Olympic opening ceremonies. Such choices might by the 
Olympic Committee might be dismissed or disregarded as 
simply the secularity of sports. We do not expect sports to be 
our salvation, do we? 

 Then again, the Body and Blood of Christ are sacred 
and central to Christian faith. They are our not just part of 
our past but also our present. Just as you would be hurt if 
your mother or father or grandparents were insulted, this is 
not simply because they are older and perhaps more 
“fragile” than you are. It is also because their life and blood 
flows through you. 

 And, you might be insulted if a friend or teacher or 
anyone who nurtured and loved you was insulted. They   
also form a part of you. The Last Supper, Jesus, and the 
Apostles remain a part of you today. This is true even for 
those who do not believe in Christ. Jesus death occurred 
amid those who were rejecting him. This is His Body, given 
up for you. “Forgive them, Father, they know not what they 
do.” (Luke 23:34) 

 The Last Supper and the Lord’s Supper exceed in 
value the Arc de Triomphe or the Champs-Élysées. Neither 
of these icons – while recognized widely – truly unite those 
who see them as a family under God. 

 Seeing such disrespect for the Gospel message,   
we are called to pray for those who oppose the faith in God 
and remember that no worldly achievement can eclipse the  
beauty of God's love. True excellence in fitness, wisdom, 
and character is exemplified by Jesus' sacrifice on the cross. 

 The story of two athletes from the 1924 Paris   
Olympics, Eric Liddell and Harold Abrahams, exemplified 
this spirit. These British runners, depicted in Chariots of Fire, 
*(1981 Academy-Award, Best Picture) displayed immense 
character and integrity. Liddell, a devout Christian, refused 
to compete in his best event, the 100-meter dash, because  
it was scheduled on a Sunday. He trained for and won the 
gold in the 400-meter event instead, demonstrating his    
commitment to his faith over worldly glory. Abrahams, who 
was Jewish, faced significant anti-Semitism but persevered 
to win the 100-meter gold medal. 

 After the Olympics, Liddell chose a life of service 
over fame, becoming a missionary and teacher in China.   
Despite the challenges, including internment during World 
War II, he continued to serve others, teaching and support- 
ing his fellow captives. Liddell's selflessness and faithfulness 
under harsh conditions illustrated the teachings of Christ, 
focusing on eternal rewards over material ones. 
 

 

 

Dear Brothers & Sisters of Our Lady of Lourdes 
The Olympics and the Good News 

 Sports often take on a significance beyond the 
game itself, leaving lasting impacts that transcend the 
lifetimes of the players. The recent death of Willie 
Mays, an iconic American Major League Baseball play- 
er who retired in 1973, reignited debates about whether 
he was the greatest player of all time. Many players 
considered among the greatest have long since retired 
from the game or passed away. Our interest in sports 
often stems from their representation of our aspirations 
for mental sharpness, physical fitness, and moral      
integrity. We expect our sports stars to embody these 
qualities, even if not all manage to do so fully. 

 This connects to a broader spiritual context. In 
recent Sunday Gospel readings, Jesus has been teach 
ing about the meaning of miracles, such as the multipli- 
cation of the loaves and the ancient miracle of provid- 
ing manna in the desert during the Israelites' exodus. 
The people were impressed by these miracles, eager 
for more displays of divine power. However, Jesus 
urged them to seek not just material sustenance but a 
deeper, spiritual presence. This mirrors our relation-
ships with others, where true loyalty and dedication 
often are demonstrated in unseen acts of kindness and 
support. 

 The teachings of our Savior emphasize looking 
beyond the immediate, material needs to focus on    
spiritual fulfillment. Jesus said, "You are looking for me 
not because you saw signs but because you ate the 
loaves and were filled. Do not work for food that perish-
es but for the food that endures for eternal life, which 
the Son of Man will give you. For on him, the Father, 
God, has set his seal" (John 6:26-27). This message 
aligns with his response to Satan's temptation: "Man 
does not live by bread alone, but by every word that 
comes forth from  the mouth of God." (Matthew 4:4) 

 The Holy Eucharist and Holy Communion, 
therefore, is not just a meal or a memory, nor it is simp- 
ly a famous painting as in Leonardo Da Vinci’s The 
Last 
Supper. Our Holy Communion is a divine vision of 
God's love, initiated by Christ’s words and actions: 
“this is my body given up for you.” His word of mercy 
goes out to all the world internationally as the greatest 
victory of all time. His victory and conquest is ours as 
well. And we are called to take up our cross, following 
his commandments to participate in this win. It is not 
just a ceremonial formality.
