New Parishioners  
Welcome to Our Lady of Lourdes.  Please register at RECTORY 
or call for registration forms. 
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This is the 1st of 2 key examples of      
Samuel learning to listen. 
 One night both Samuel and Eli are 
asleep. Samuel is asleep in front of the 
Tabernacle. Samuel is awakened three 
times by the sound of a voice and  goes  
to Eli, saying, “Here I am. You called 
me”. Children sometimes wake up their 
parents and elders at night!  Eli replies 
the first two times, “I did not call you, 
my son. Go back to sleep.” 
 However, after the third time, Eli 
recognized that God is involved and said 
to Samuel: “Go to sleep and if you are 
called, reply ‘Speak, Lord for your serv-
ant is listening.’ ” (cf. 1 Samuel 3:1-10) 

Like the prophet Samuel, we are 
called to pray before the Tabernacle,    
recognizing it as the sacred space for 
communion with God.  

Samuel gives the example not only to 
listen to each other but also to listen to God. 
Samuel gives a lesson to parents not only to 
teach their child to obey parental instruc-
tions but also to obey God’s wisdom. Parents 
represent God's presence, God's mercy, 
God's forgiveness to your children, and to 
obey God's wisdom as they grow up. 

Just as Jesus' resurrection sparked a 
period of awakening and intimacy with his 
disciples, so too does your baptism, my   
baptism which happened years ago remind 
us  to listen and to pray daily for strength 

Jesus rises and reunites with his      
disciples, for only 50 days in person on 
earth, but these days are a prelude to a life-
long personal relationship with God, one  
we are all working on. 
 The Good News of Jesus spreads not 
due to showy demonstration of the resurrec-
tion but goes “viral” because Jesus meets 
tenderly and intimately with his friends 
building a personal relationship with them, 
reminding them of God’s mercy. 
  
 Samuel’s Second Listening Example 

In the Bible, Samuel had a key role as 
the one who anointed both King Saul and 
King David, the first two kings of Israel. 
 When Samuel goes to anoint someone 
to follow King Saul, he doesn’t immediately 
choose David but rather other possible can-
didates who are taller, stronger, elder.

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ: 

Blessed Easter Season to you. In 
the   traditions of the Church, Easter is 
the time to celebrate baptism, especial-
ly during the Easter Vigil, after sunset, 
symbolizing the transition from dark-
ness to light. 

It sometimes happens during  
the     Baptism itself, you – as a child – 
or your child – is asleep in the arms of 
his or mother or father or godmother 
or godfather.  

Now, it also happens that you  
as a child or your child were agitated 
during the baptism and fell asleep and 
rested later. Nevertheless, water gen-
tly embraces, child stirs, awakening to 
baptism's embrace—a transition from 
slumber to spiritual awakening, guid-
ed by God’s love. 

The Bible tells us of a prophet 
and teacher of God’s Word who was 
awakened and called by God at 
nighttime, while he was sleeping and 
his awakening is a sign of resurrection. 
This is the prophet “Samuel”. 
 Who was Samuel in the Bible? 
His family and friends are also im-
portant. Hannah, his mother, prayed 
fervently for a child to be born and 
“she called [him] Samuel, since she 
had asked [prayed to] the Lord for 
him.” (1 Samuel 2:20) 

 The name Samuel means “God 
has heard”. And, the life of Samuel is 
also about listening, prayer and being 
blessed. 

 
Samuel’s First Listening Example 

In the Bible, the prophet Samuel 
learns to listen especially when he    
becomes an assistant as a young     
person to the Temple priest, whose 
name is Eli.

Samuel is inclined at first to select based on the 
“visual” or the “optic” superficially, stronger, 
taller, etc.  

Samuel hears the Lord say, “man looks 
at the appearance, but God looks into the 
heart.” (1 Samuel 16:7)  And, so David – who 
was the younger and apparently weaker– was 
selected  and anointed by Samuel. As a prede-
cessor to Jesus, David was the greatest of the 
original kings of Israel 
 Jesus is a descendant – in the family tree 
of David.  Similarly, Jesus will appear, many 
times, to be the weaker one, the compromised 
one described by Isaiah the prophet in our 1st 
reading of Good Friday: 
 “He was despised and rejected by men, 
a man of sorrows, and familiar with suffering.”  
(Isaiah 53:1) 
 Yet, Jesus gives us a model of courage    
and blessing to follow and to unite ourselves  
to God in terms of community, communion 
and  communication. 
 I pray this Easter will remind all of us  
of our Baptismal call which we share with 
Sammy, (who was baptized last night), as the 
People God and that we are called to spiritual 
alertness to make Samuel’s words our own 
when we are awakened: “Speak Lord for your     
servant is listening.”   (1 Samuel 3:9)
